Completed submissions need to include a preview 
copy of your film, completed submission form, 2 
digital stills of your film, and a brief synopsis as a 
digital file (.pdf, .doc, .rtf).
 
Format: All submssions must include a preview copy as an NTSC 
DVD or as a MPEG, MPEG-2, or Quicktime on a flash drive or HDD. 
Films chosen for the 2011 festival will be required to send a Festival 
Screening copy in either Mini DV (NTSC), DV CAM (NTSC), Beta 
NTSC, or High Quality digital file. NO DIGI-BETA or PAL format 
accepted.

Submission Deadline: All submissions must be received by  
July 11, 2011.

There is no submission fee for entries. 

Flagstaff Mountain Film Festival does not pay screening fees 
for films selected. 

All filmmakers are encouraged to attend and participate in a 
workshop/panel discussion during the event.

Limited accommodation may be provided at no cost for those 
participating in the festival.

2011 marks the 9th year of the 
festival.  The first eight years have 
played to packed houses in the 
historic Orpheum Theatre in 
downtown Flagstaff. A perfect fit 
with the region’s sensibilities, the 
festival has already become a cultural 
institution in Flagstaff.  This year’s 
edition will still offer four full days of 
programming in an effort to fill the 
demand for great film.
